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PATIENTS AND HEALTH WORKERS

Most of us at Metro have worked here
far a pumber of years and we have seen
the quality of health care continue to
decline. We know that this is the result
of the capitalist's drive for maximum
profits. This leads to poor health care
for patients, deteriorating working con-
ditions for health workers and corruption
in the administrative end.

We have seen the corruption in the
exposures made by Fabilli. The HEARTBEAT
has made some attempts to get an investi-
gation of the bookkeepping end at the
hospital and we have gotten the run-around
from many government agencies. At this
roint we may have some inroad to an in-
ve *irmation through the insurance commis=-
sion. We must continue to fight for the
truth!

We see and feel the attacks on patients

and workers daily. Blue Cross is asking
for a 30% rate increase and the State
Insurance Commission is offering 28%.
Lither way we lose and the Blues is
threatening to eliminate coverage for
""/high risk'' patients if they don't get

the full increase. Poor health and safety
conditions in the plants create '"'"high
risk'' patients out of workers.

Medicaid cuts have also been increas-
ing which are both cutting people out of
health care and making it less accessible
to those still on because doctors are
leaving the program. As the economic
crisis heightens the economic attacks are
coming down on all of us workers. Besides
declining care or no care at all, health

‘~=s, in particular, under the guise

of more efficiency, are beginning to ex-
perience more layoffs and speed-up ar”
will get worse,.

The HEARTBEAT attended the recent
public hearing on Medicaid, The Common
Council portrayed the situation as a
crisis for the disabled and elderly who
were being attacked by the State and wou
be supported by the City. VYet, because
of the economic crisis the city is also
threatening to close Detroit General or
move it into private hands, leaving r~
public hospital available to workers in
this city at all.

Putting together all the information
available to us, it is easy to see that
it is the entire working class (both as
patients and as hospital workers) who
are coming under intensified attack as
insurance rates rise, hospitals made
"more effient'', and free public health
care is systematically cut off. The only
real answer is the fight for socialism
where the workers have control over thei:
own welfare. Yet, we must continue to
fight the cutbacks -- fight for jobs wi*
peace -- and demand free and universal
health care!

¢ Negro Question

Colonial Question to encourage our readers
to buy this book and read it in its en-
tirty, We must begin tc clarify history
to take it out of the hands of the bour-
geoisie and make it into a weapon of the
proletariat.

.The following definitions are only
a few from the Negro National Colonial
Question and will give some clarity to
why we use the term ''white chauvanism."

WHITE SUPREMACY

Wwhite supremacy was a theoretical
justification for acts of primitive
accumulation and colonization of the
colored peoples. White supremacy grew
with Anglo-American expansionism. S0
long as there was no real economic use
for white supremacy in the U.S.N.A,,
or rather in the English colonies, it
did not develop. It was only with the

need to clear the western part! of ;he
original colonies that the concept of
white supremacy arose. With the devei-
opment of chattel slavery in the South,
a new rationale other than bringing the
Africans here to make Christians of them
was needed; then the concept of white
supremacy slowly emerged. In practice,
white supremacy is mainly based on coior
discrimination, i.e., ''the whiter you
are, the better you are."

NATIONAL CHAUVANISM

it is the ideology that states that
one nation is superior to others and
thus helps to maintain the domination of
one nation over another. Chauvanism is
a concept that does away with class out-
looks and substitutes the national
imperialist outlook.

WHITE CHAUVANISH

Because of the specific role or
white supremacy in the history of the

" USNA, amongst the various forms of

national chauvanism, the most brutal

and aggressive form is white chauvanic<m.
It provides the excuse for the brutal
exploitation of the colored nations and
peoples of the world; it is the form
that the social bribery takes to the
Anglo-American people that prevents the
unity of the working class; it is the
principal ideology of aggressive USNA
fascism.
