In two years of struggle we have already won much.
Ve won LIBERTY

There are in llozdimbique many areas where our people are free,
where the Portuguesé cannot enter. The ‘people there govern then-
selves, hsve tnair shaﬂbaa, their dispensaries, and their bush
Echanls . they do not have to pay taxes to the Portuguese, they
are free Frqu the police, from the administrators, and from the
exploiters,

We won DIGNITY

Our people, even in the regions still controlled by the Por-
tuguese, no nore look. at the colonialists with submission, &s
"bosses", “patroes'. Our decision to fight, with guns in our ha-
nds, restored our dignity in the national hnﬂ international sche-
mne. We are no longer slaves, whom The colonialists cah enchain,
beat and kill impunity. The ﬂﬁﬁaﬂblﬂ#? people are figting, and
They know that those Portuguese who today oppressuny will be so-

en liguidcted or sent back to ftheir country.
Ve won EDUCATTION

Since the creation of FRELIMO until today, nany dozens of
llozambican students who Jjoined the Revolubtion, have finished their
secondary and university courses, Thousands, of young Mozaombigans
study in our country, in the areas controlled by FRELIMO, In 4 ye-
ars, the results achieved by FRLLIMO in the field of Education are
already much superior than those produced by the Portuguese colon-
ialists during 4L centuries.

‘e won ECONCMIC PROGRESS

In the areca under our control, the number of fields being
cultivated by the people are increasing. There are now many more
cul¥ivated fields than those which existed in the period of Port-
huheqc domination. The people know that they are producing for them-

selves, and not for a Portuguese colonialist “Boss',
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We won UNITY

Our struggle of liberation ageinst our common eneny - rori-
uguese Colonialism — made our people To acguire a national consci-
ence &nd to unite. Today, Mozembican lakondes, Nianjas, Macuas,
lideaus, Ajaus, Thongas, Chopes, Lomues, etc,fight side by side, &s
truly brothers, sons of the same country.

For this to be
possible, it is necessary to spread the armed struggle to all Pro-
vinces in llozanbique, it is . necessary that the entire people par-
ticipate actively in the struggle, so that constantly more and mo-
re areas of Mozeambigue may come out of the control of the Portug-
uese and fall under the control of the people, led by FRELI 0,

In the international sphere, the conditions are more and
more faveurchls to our ¢¢va1utlﬂn.

cal action.
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On the other hond, the armed struggle thet our brothers fron
the other territories under portuguese colonial domination are wo-
ging against Portugal,; force her to devide her forces: Today Port-
ugal has to face simultansously 3 fronts of armed struggles - in
Guinea, in Angola and in Mozambique, Everyday, in these Territorics
there are atbackes in which porftuguese soldiers are killed, and po-
rtuguese war material are captured. This explains the imporvant.vie-
tories already won by FRELIMO guerrillas., In two years oi war, oun
guerrillas have put out of action, killed or wounded, more than,

- 3000 Portuguese soldicrs, destroyed 175 military vehicles, shot | |
down 16 aircrafts, destroyed many bridges, roads and railways linas |
(such cs the important railway line from NAMPULA %o CATUR, which -
was destroyed in the zone of the river Lurio.).

Portugal is a small country, extremely poor and undeveloped. :
And although she receives aid from other imperialist countries,sSpo— |
cially £rom NATO powers she will not be able %o stand the struggle
agoinst the peoples of Mozambique, Guinea and Angola, who have the
support of all progressive forces in the world, Everything indicates
that 'our victory is certain,

It is necessary that our militants be conscious of this real-
ity, and they in turn must explain it to the people and to the mil-
itants who still have doubts about our final vicTtory.

The eneny is still strong. Our strugsle will still last,with
neny difficulties for us. But, as it is proved by the resulis we
have achieved already - no force in the world will be able To pro=
vent our independence.

1. —— I ESCAPED FROM A FIRING-SQUAD

"Tn ny militery base, in Mueda region, we were in need of food,
. I went to the lake (NEGURE) to fish, as I had already done several
times., I hid my riffle, and began fishing.

I was surprised by a Portuguese patrol. I was not dresscd in |
uniforn, and nothing from what I possessed could identify me as ‘guer-
villa. The Portuguesc soldiers,,however, encircled and arrested nme,
and took me to their base. I did not offer resistence, as it was ."i
useless because they were armed and I was not, During i the march
to the base, they threatened me constantly and tried to force me To
shgw then our base,.

% the encmy headquaters, I was interrogated. The Portuguese
commander said that he had a special power %o read on the forechead .
of people and that he could read in my forechead that I wes a bandit.
During the long questioning through which the enemy tried To conv-
ince me to betray my comrades using threats of torture, and killing,
and even trying bribery, my only answer wes "I am not a bandit”.

lll‘.‘}rﬁ
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My mind was crowded with a2 host of thoughts, during the whole
period of qguestioning. I remembered the words of .our political lea-
der, who was constantly reminding us that each guerrilla is respon-
sible for the security of the whole group, and that all FRELIMO
guerrillas nust prefer to die better than to betray their people.
Thus, 1 decided to face death with calm and serenity.

After the interrogatory — which, in the final phase, seemed.

to be & monotonous dealogue between frogs - they saying: "You ars a
D_“a'—‘ ,1 answering,"l am not a bandit'. - The Portuguese decided
thet 1 snnul& be snut even without any proof of guilt. I wes take

ing on ny responsabilities and on the way to escape -~ I should Tfight

I looked back, to study the conditions of the terrain, and I
noted that escape by thaet side was imprabticable. The most cﬂnvcrlunt
side ~“was precisely that on which the Portuguese soldiers were sio-

nding. I guikly drafted =2 mental-plan of action and walilted.

A little loter I sow the commander approaching. Taking advan—
tage oL a moment when the Fortuguese soldiers were shifting posi-
tion I ran in their direction, shouting loudly %o ﬂEEﬂ“lEnt then,as
if I was among my Company atb the mouent of the assault. I jumped on
the nmost confused soldiers.I could not get his gun, hut I throu hin
dowm, and made a series of sommersaults ondé fell in a deep trech., I
rolled over and began running in zigzag towards the bush taking cd-
vantage of all the natural contours of the terrain thus getting cw.r
fromn the dangerous zone of fire,

I succeded in enbtering into the bush. The eﬁamy:pursuad me, but
they could not get me, because 1 was very fomiliar with that area.
I went to take my gun, which I had hidden, and went to my base.

it the base I had already been taoken dead. wlen I finally ap-
peared, all ny comrades looked at me, as if I were a ghost. After
the Iirst moment of surprise, all begun shouting with joy. While
sone of them cried with joy, others wormly embraced me, It was our
friendship, cemented in hard combats, in difficult situations, ins-
pired by our conmon ideal - the liberation of our mother country.

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2, - THE PUPPEIS

In the zones still under Portuguese control but where FRILIIO
is developing an intensive peolitical activity, the Portuguese are
trying to find among the local people those who can be easily bought
or deceived. These persons are principally local chiefs and small
Lropriectors.

They say.to those persons that FRELINO is fighting to 'steal .
their possessions and privileges, that FRELINO members are bandits,
At the same time, they tell them that the Portuguese Government can
help them To defend their goods and priviladges, if they accept %o
1ﬁd_chta, among the peapla, the members or organisers of FRELINMO,
and Yo inform the authorities of the place where IRIELIMC bases hre
located, Besides protection, those informers would receive nuch no-
ney froa the Portuguese government, as o prize for their “patriot-
ism', However their are toled that if they do.wot obtain informa-
tion, they will be arrested and will receive the same Treatment as
the bandits,

The cupidity and or the fezr mulke some Mogambicans to accept
h proposition of the portuguese, and to betray their people. Butb,
.3 the whole people of their place know them to be puppets, nobody
eveals himself before them as a aember of FRELIMO. Weeks and months
ass witout tha puppet being able to provide any inforamation to nis
(o] ;

'Push&d by the greed for money or by fear of being axrested,he
goes To the administration and denounces randconly innucent people,
naning them as members znd militents of FRELINMO, or saying that they
nove connection with the guerrillas. The Portuguese authorities,with-
out any investigation, send the police to arrest those Mozambicans
and Torture 'them to death, to mcke them “confess', ;

In all revolutiocns ther:z have been traitors. In all revolu-
vions, after the fibal wvictory of the people, the traitors are brou-
ght before the people's Tribunals in which their counter-revolutio-
nary activities are denouged and punished,

In Mozambicque, it will also be so.

3. —— MOZAMBIGUE WILL WIN ( letter from a guerrilla)

I wish to vell some concret facts about the Portuguesc sold-
iers in the region where I am fighting.

We are constantly attacking the Portuguese troops. Some tiunes
only 3 or 4 of an entire platoon escape. when they return to their
headguaters and tell the other soldiers about the attack and the heo-
vy casualities they suffered, the moral of the whole Compan ny Decone

extrenely low. At mezcl-tine, instead of eating in their canteens,

they take their plates to the Trenches and eat there. At night they

do not dare %o sleep in the barracks - they sleep in the bush, fear-

ing our attacks, When a door bzngs, when they hear any noise, they

zet panic and often shoot wildly, seeing guerrillas everywhere,Lve-

rything = the people, the guerrillas, nature - all are enemies.

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Cn the other hand, we, inspired by the Jjustice of our case,
have everything on our side. We trace in our mother earth the plans
of our atitacks. The animals are our friendly companions. The bush
gives us natural production.

Cur mother country offers willingly all conditions for the
success of our Revolution - becsuse she also wants to be freed fron
Loreign domination.

THE MOZAMBIQUE INSTITUTE :

One of the main problems our Revolution is facing is the lack
of cadres. The basic characteristic of Porbtuguese colonialism. has
been fron the beginning, to kesp our people illiterate. The idea be-
hind this policy is to Jjustify colonisation by alleging that ha

pecople are not able to govern theuselves.

In order to face this prement necessity, an educational cen-
Ter Lor young Mozambican refugees was established three years ago
in Dar-es-dalanm in the city where the provisional headguaters of
TRIELIMO are based., It is called THE MOZAMBIQUE INSTITUTE, The orgon-—
izer and pres.nt director of the Institute is Mrs. Janet Mondlane,
the wife of Dr. Eduardo llondlane, the Fresident of FRELTHMHO,

Today, the lMozembique Institute is playing a very important
role in the educstion of Mozambicon refugees. Although it started
£s a hosiel for 50 students, it is now a full-fleged boarding secon-
dary school for 131 pupils studying mathematics, history, politics,
geography, sScience, Portuzuese, English and French. The programme
also includes non-academic activities: gymnastics, music, drang,art
and sports, The ascadenic programme covers the first three years of
The Portuguese “liceu’ or secondery school still in use in educatio-
nal system of Mozambique, However, the theree years have been con-—
denced into one and a holf yeecrs of studies. This mesns that both
Veachers and students have twice as much work to do, which is a ve-
Ty heavy burden. ‘

Inspite of this, the work is carried on with the willingness
of the same revolutionary spirit which is typical of the Mozambicon
freedon fighter. The expectation for a free homeland is immediate
— there is no time to lose. The activities of the school are not li-
nited to secondary education. In July, 1966, the Institute gradus-~
ved its first class of rural medical aides who completed ome year
of intensive medical training under the instruction of two doctors
and one nurse - all from Mozambigue. The Institute is responsible
for the medical care of all refugee students in Dar-es-Salaam, no
LaTTer what their country of origin, znd =lse assists in organis-
10§ other medical programmes for Mozambicans bobh within and out-
side Mozambigue. Primary schooling has also become an importont
part of the educational progremme. The Institute only maintains an
upper prinary school at a refugee camp for young boys, but when pos-

ible makes school supplies and services availeble to estzblished
