two months of merger Porties, = Congress should be held. We hod
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comromised Besbeaor oll the expenses of tre songreéss, but in spite
that Frelimo refused flatlye.

Therefore, the World ~and 211 peace loving countries who
are interested in the political evolution of Llozembique, not
because they have interests there, but because they believe that
every nation has the right to rule itself and decide its awn de-
stiny, had w1tnessed and followed cerefully the efforts made by
UDENAMO, so thet thqy might find wey to settle down their diffe—
rences which are not profiting both the an*hogonist:’;.c‘0r rival
parties, but the Portuguese colonialists alone.
