This is the only way they ocan sur¥ive, A handful
of counterrevolutionary doubledealers with "mountain-stronghdld mentality" have
recruited a number of persons as their henobmen and are brandishing their own
banners and plotting their schemes behind the scenes., They are using every

means to reject, attack, and undermine the comrades of the proletarian headquarters.

"Mountain-stronghold mentality" is the ideology of the exploiting class and runs
counter to communism, the party, and Mao Tse-tung!s thought. Communism 1is

for the public interest; 4ts fundamental principle is to destroy the concept of
self-interest and promote devotion to the public interest. "Mountain-stronghold
mentality" is expanded individualism, and runs counter to the fundamental principle
of communism. The careerists and conspirators with "mountain-stronghold

mentality’ who have sneaked into the party intend to turn the red political power
into bourgeols political power, a serious threat of the restoration of capitalism;
and all the revolutionary people should be awpre of the danger.,
